Having regard to Decision 13/2012 of the Governing board of the European Police 

College laying down the criteria and procedure for the creation and functioning of 

CEPOL working groups and repealing decisions 10/2007 and 11/2007 of the CEPOL 

Governing Board; 

Having regard to the Outcomes of Proceedings of the 6th CEPOL Management Board 

Meeting 21-22 May 2019 in Bucharest, Romania; 

 
Whereas: 

(1) The creation and functioning of CEPOL working groups is governed by 

Decision 13/2012/GB. 

(2) Over the course of time, the workflow of creation and functioning of working 

groups has proven to be cumbersome, without necessarily reaching the 

expected outcomes. 

(3) The need to maintain the procedures stipulated in Decision 13/2012/GB was 

discussed in the context of the 6th Management Board Meeting that took place 

in Bucharest on 21-22 May 2019. 

(4) The Management Board took note of the fact that nomination of experts or 

convening of the working groups by the Agency can be a more efficient way of 

addressing business needs. 

(5) There is the need therefore to repeal Decision 13/2012/GB;
